There are 32 positions available to join the NHL Alumni players on and 
off the ice. To qualify to play, there is a $250 registration fee, and players can either give or fundraise a 
minimum of $750 more (a minimum of $1,000 is needed to qualify to play).

Players will also have access to a VIP meet and greet after the game. Space is very limited so register and 
start fundraising soon. This is going to be fun! 
 
And if you just want to come to watch the game and take part in all the fun, we have a website to buy 
tickets. Tickets to watch the game are $35 each. For $100, you can purchase a VIP ticket that also 
includes a Meet and Greet with the NHL Alumni players after the game.
